The Power of the Cross (I Cor 1:18)

1. The cross is powerful because it’s where mercy and justice collide to bring us salvation.

2. Christ crucified means;

a. We were saved from the penalty of sin. (past)

b. We are being saved from the power  of sin over us. (present)

c. We will be saved from the presence of sin in heaven. (future)

3. God uses what the world considers foolish and weak to bring glory to His name and combat pride.

Spiritual Wisdom (I Cor 2:9-16)

1. God’s wisdom is a mystery hidden from human eyes but revealed through Christ and made understandable to us by the Spirit.  

2. The key to understanding God’s wisdom lies with the Holy Spirit.

3. The Spirit is the link between God and humanity that makes knowing God possible. 

Spiritual Maturity (I Cor 3:1-7)

1. Carnality reveals itself in what we have an appetite and a desire for spiritually.

2. In order for you to become who you are, you must understand the power of the cross and grow in spiritual wisdom and maturity.
